Purpose. Throughout its historical existence, humanity has faced many crises,
which later became "start-ups" for the development of society as a whole. Such a test
of modernity was the pandemic COVID-19, which affected all areas of the economy,
the usual way of life, social and cultural interaction. The pandemic also affected the
activities of private businesses and forced them to develop new methods of doing
business. From the beginning of 2020 to the present, entrepreneurs are experiencing
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significant difficulties in conducting individual business. The exacerbation of the
coronavirus pandemic in 2021 has had a significant impact on the global economy
and continues to affect all activities. There is a significant decrease in demand for
consumer goods. The transport sector is also one of the most affected, as a result of
which the losses to the state are enormous, and for the regions, sometimes
catastrophic. Rehabilitation measures are a strategic vector. A number of studies have
highlighted and proven the impact of entrepreneurship on the development of the
state in general and transport entrepreneurship in particular. Therefore, in the
framework of this study, urgent measures of its state financial ensuring are proposed.
